3. Completion of the SAT/ACT 

Application Requirements:

1. Completed application form

2. Page detailing all extracurricular activities and work experience during high school; should include school activities, volunteer work, athletics, projects and internships. 

3. Compose a thoughtful, personal essay (1,000 to 1,500 words) that will help the committee get a sense of who the student is, their relocation journey, and any advice they would give another teenager preparing to relocate. 

The recipient will be invited to our spring Relocation conference where they will present their essay and receive their award. 

In order to consider applications, the complete package, including transcripts, test scores, extracurricular information and the essay must be submitted to GRRCScholarship@gmail.com no later than February 28.
